The adoption of this rule is pursuant to Lhe action of
the Vermont, General Assembly in 20L7 , tn passing Act No.
42 (Adj . Sess. ) , S l-. That Act requires the adoption of
a rule which will put in place in Vermont t.he current,ly
applicable federal appfiance efficiency and water
conservat,ion standards in the event the federal
standards are repealed or voided. No rul-e development.
has taken place nor is any envisioned aS the Department
is not authorized by Act, 42 to adopt anyt,hing other
than the specific federal appliance efficiency
standards in ef f ect on t/ 19 / 1-7 and certain general
service lighting st.andards t,hat will- come into effect
on L/L/20. As part of the rulemaking process the
Department held a public hearing on 9/20f17'Lo provide
detail-s about the operation and impact of t,he rul-e. In
addition to post,ing informat,ion about the hearing on
the Department.' s website, individual- el-ectronic mail
notice of the hearing was sent directly to a l-ist of
more than fifty Vermont HVAC Contractors, Lighting
Design Contractors and El-ectrical Dist,ribution
Companies. Only two individuals attended the public
hearing . One attend.ee had questions about speci f ic
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port,ions of g V. S . A. S 27 94 that predated t'he statutory
directive to create the rule. The other attendee
indicated that t,hey were monit,oring the progress of the
rule . The Depart,ment was prepared t,o respond t'o anY

comments supporting or opposing adoption of the rule
but no comment,s were received.
